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When advertising for an exhibition or event the venue is to be 
named “Claremont Showground”. 

Any Organiser or Exhibitor intending to advertise, promote, or 
publicise an exhibition or event using printed media, must use 
the Claremont Showground logo provided and agree to use 
the correct name as specified in paragraph 1 above. 

Advertising for events should also include the parking facilities 
and unless otherwise advised, name Gate 5 Graylands Road, 
as the entry gate to the Showgrounds.

The RAS retains exclusive rights to any and all forms of display 
advertising in and on the premises including but not limited to 
illuminated display signs, video screens, posters, banners and 
electric message centres.

No animals or pets, with the exception of Seeing Eye Dogs 
and Hearing Dogs, are permitted on the grounds, except 
as an approved exhibit, activity or performance legitimately 
requiring use of animals. Such approved animals or pets must 
be on a leash, or in an enclosed pen (see paragraph (a) and 
(b)) and under control at all times. The owner must take full 
responsibility for the animal(s).

(a)	� Specific approval in writing must be obtained from the 
RAS prior to any arrangement being put in place to bring 
any animal on the grounds.

(b) 	� Thick continuous plastic sheeting is to fully cover the pen 
floor where animals are to be housed during the day and 
the sheeting to extend a minimum of 300 mm outside 
the pen.

(c) 	� Straw is to be laid on the plastic, or another suitable 
material. If sand is used, timber boards minimum 100mm 
in height must be placed inside on all sides of the pen.

(d) 	� All droppings are to be removed regularly; straw 
changed and pens thoroughly cleaned at the end of 
each day.

(e) 	� Every two hours, area around pens is to be sprayed 
with Eco – Zyme, Diaprem or a similar odour-absorbing 
product.

(f) 	� All waste is to be placed in heavy-duty plastic garbage 
bags and placed in the bulk bins outside the building.

(g) 	� Under no circumstances may animals be left in a 
building overnight.

Gas filled balloons must not be distributed in any pavilion or 
outside any pavilion unless the balloon is non metallic and 
fitted with a non-conductive, rigid rod or straw.

Should a released balloon activate or trip a smoke alarm 
sensor, charges will be incurred for call out costs as submitted 
by the Fire Brigade for fire alarms.

	 Removal of balloons lodged in the ceiling of any pavilion will 
be at the organiser’s cost.

Prior to bump-in and at the conclusion of breakdown an 
inspection and inventory report will be prepared by the RAS.

When a date is tentatively booked, a non-refundable 10% 
holding fee is required. On confirmation this is applied 
towards the deposit, which represents a third of the total hire 
fee (this deposit is non-refundable). Should a firm enquiry 
arise for a booking on the same date you will be advised and 
asked if you intend to continue with your booking, if so, the 
balance of the deposit is then to be paid.

 These include any cost that the RAS incurs in 
the running of your event including electricity, gas, water, 
cleaning, venue preparation. An invoice is raised immediately 
after the event and payment is to be received within seven 
days of date of invoice.

Currently two bump-in days and one breakdown day 
are provided free of rental hire but associated costs will 
be charged. Any additional days will attract a rental plus 
associated on-costs. However the RAS may at its discretion 
reduce the non-chargeable time allowed for bump-in and 
breakdown.

Should bump-in or breakdown days conflict with another 
event held on the Showgrounds a rental charge may be 
incurred. This is at the discretion of the RAS.

All damages will be charged to the responsible party 
(if known) and if unknown, will become the responsibility 
of the organiser.

The Organiser shall be responsible for the repair of any 
damage to buildings, or other property, and remain liable until 
repairs have been effected and charges paid.

Organisers cannot cover, mask or hide advertising signs that 
are provided by a sponsor who has naming rights to signage 
on or within buildings.

A competitor cannot have signage displayed on the same 
site or in close vicinity to a building where a sponsor 
has naming rights.

No vehicles are to be driven into the Pavilions – all equipment 
and product to be trolleyed or forklifted by pallet into position 
if safe to do so from the designated parking areas.

All forklifts are to have white tyres.

Exhibitors’ vehicles are to enter through Gate 1 for set up and 
parking during the event unless alternative arrangements have 
been made.
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Any vehicles carrying heavy machinery etc which needs to 
be offloaded in situ will need to organise an arrival time with 
the RAS or organiser before entering the Pavilions as there 
may be occasions that vehicles may require to enter on a 
controlled basis.

Pallets must be forklifted into the buildings – a driver and 
forklift is available at reasonable rates and will be on standby 
for Exhibitors on move in days.

The Organiser will be responsible for any charges the RAS 
may make for extending the hire period and for additional 
services required if the halls are not clear of all exhibits, stand 
fittings and other materials brought into the Pavilions for the 
exhibition, by the end of the hire period.

Breakdown – unless otherwise stated, completion of 
breakdown and removal of stands, stock, etc must be 
completed by 3pm of the breakdown day. Extensions must be 
approved by the RAS in writing.

The RAS takes no responsibility for goods left on the premises. 
All packaging or other items left on the grounds shall be 
treated as rubbish and disposed of accordingly. The event 
Organiser will be charged for this service.

The RAS has sole rights for the sale or distribution of 
any article of food or drink within the buildings on the 
Showgrounds. No exhibitor or person shall distribute or give 
away any item of food or drink, not supplied by the RAS, to 
members of the public or trade Exhibition visitors without 
express written consent by the RAS. Notice of intent to trade 
must be lodged in writing at least two (2) months prior to the 
start of the event. The RAS may at its own discretion charge 
the exhibitor commission for sale of food, if agreed.

Generally, the RAS will have no objection to the provision by 
Exhibitors of foodstuffs provided as a means of demonstrating 
any plant or equipment forming part of the exhibition or the 
product manufactured or supplied by the Exhibitor. However 
the sale of all such products will not be permitted.

The room located on the Mezzanine Floor of the Silver Jubilee 
contains, at the northern end, a bar and servery. The floor area 
from the bar to the concertina folding door is solely for the 
use of the Caterer and dispensing food and beverage is only 
allowed in this area.

The Silver Jubilee contains a fully fitted out kitchen complete 
with coolrooms. This area is operated by the Caterer and 
will service the food and beverage needs of Exhibitors and 
the public. It is situated in a clearly defined area towards the 
centre of the pavilion (see pavilion plan).

Access to this area of approximately 85m2 must be left clear. 
It is located on the ground floor near the stairs and servery 
windows where seating is supplied by the caterer 

. If required, on 
request by the organiser, the caterer can often expand the 
seating arrangements.

Robinson Pavilion / Ellie Eaton Theatre / Ellie Eaton Pavilion / 
Tom Wilding Pavilions – a similar situation and commensurate 
size for refreshment areas exists in all venues.

The Caterer is able to offer a comprehensive range of menus 
and services that can be individually tailored to your specific 
requirements.

Prior to producing the footprint for your event, to add to its 
potential success, refer to pavilion plan and consult with the 
Caterer as to the placement of food areas.

The Caterers are responsible for the collection and disposal 
of their own rubbish on and near their area or stand. Food 
and beverage sites are to be kept clean and clear of rubbish 
throughout the day. Bins must be emptied when 2/3 full 
– bin liners must be used.

Caterers handling foodstuffs at an event must ensure that 
their buildings are sprayed to control flies and other insects.

	 Any Exhibitor giving cooking demonstrations must comply 
with Health Department Regulations. It is the responsibility 
of Exhibitors to ascertain what these Regulations are, 
and to notify the Health Department of their proposed 
activities. No demonstrations will be permitted without the 
Department’s approval.

	 Deep Fat Frying Appliances including that part of doughnut 
machines devoted to cooking MUST NOT BE CONNECTED to 
RAS’s electricity supply. Alternatively, the whole stand may be 
powered by an independent generator, as by law, no stand is 
permitted to have two separate electrical power sources, such 
stand shall not, under any circumstances, be connected to the 
RAS’s power reticulation system. (See FIRE PRECAUTIONS). 

	 Use of internal gas bottles of any size for cooking with stoves, 
hot plates and barbecues is illegal and contravenes the Gas 
Standards Regulations 1999.

The RAS requires that all display cooking, cooking 
demonstrations and Catering Units must use electric hotplates 
or bottles must be housed externally and bayonet connections 
provided at approximately 300 mm above floor level with 
exhaust canopies and fan discharge to the outside air.

	 Cleaning and rubbish removal will be carried out by the RAS’s 
cleaners and we invite you to discuss your requirements with 
us so we may quote.

	 Cleaning includes:

Toilets – Pavilion and outside toilets.

	� All cleaning during build-up and move-in, including 
removal of all bulk rubbish accumulated.

	� Cleaning and vacuuming of Exhibitors’ areas (Exhibitors’ 
stands) during exhibition operational days on request.

	� Final post-cleaning of exhibition area, including removal 
of all bulk rubbish.

	 All Areas – After the Show. It is not possible to estimate 
for cleaning which might be needed inside or outside the 
pavilions until all stands and exhibits have been removed and 
a damage assessment has been made. Charges for cleaning 
after the show will be based on labour and other costs, which 
will be declared before the Show.
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	 Outside Areas – Before/During the Show. The RAS has a 
specific responsibility to both the Health Department of WA 
and the Town of Claremont to maintain the Showground and 
surrounding areas in a clean condition. This cleaning function 
will be carried out by the RAS’s ground staff. A quotation will 
be submitted for all cleaning before and during the Show.

	 The Showgrounds will be fully cleaned prior to occupation.

	 All cleaning, with the exception of the Exhibitors’ areas 
(Exhibition stand cleaning) is to be carried out by the RAS’s 
cleaners. Clients will be informed of the estimates of the 
above cleaning costs which are to be paid in accordance with 
payment and deposit policies.

	 If Exhibitors’ areas (Stand) cleaning is carried out by the 
Exhibitor or outside contract cleaners, all refuse must be 
placed in tied garbage bags, in the aisle for pick-up and 
disposal by the RAS’s cleaners prior to the nightly  
bulk clean.

	 The Exhibition Organiser will be held responsible: – 

	� To ensure all contractors’ tape and tape residue 
remaining on the exhibition floor is removed.

	� To ensure that all exhibitors and contractors remove from 
site all construction materials, eg. brick, timber, sand, 
metal frames, etc.

	� To ensure removal of all attachments, string, wire, fishing 
line, blue tack etc.

	� Charges will be assessed and charged to the Organiser 
for residue not removed.

	� No item is to be affixed to the Pavilion walls, doors, glass, etc. 
Any and all infractions will create a removal; cleaning and/or 
resurfacing cost to the organiser.

	 Nothing is allowed to be taped, stapled or otherwise affixed 
to any surface of the Pavilion. If signs etc need to be hung or 
displayed the RAS can give advice on fixing arrangements.

	 Absolutely no core drilling or fixing into the floor is allowed. 

	 Any tape, tape residue, paint or stains left on the floors will 
be removed at the Organiser’s cost. The use of chalked string 
lines for stand marking is recommended.

	 No fixtures, nails, screws, wires, signs, floodlights, switches 
or other fittings may be put into any part of any building or 
attached outside of buildings, steel structures, stanchions or 
street poles without the express permission of the RAS.

	 Removal of all attachments, string, wire, fishing line, blue tack, 
floor tape etc are at the expense of the organiser.

	 No stakes may be driven into the ground, earthworks performed, 
nor paving slabs removed without the prior knowledge and 
concurrence of the RAS. Where construction occurs on grassed 
areas, such areas are to be cleared, levels reconstituted and all 
rubble removed, immediately after the event.

	  No flags may be flown from, nor bunting 
attached to, buildings without the specific approval of RAS. 
Advertising blimps, the flying of tethered or untethered 
balloons or other inflatable devices is prohibited.

	  etc must not be attached to the sprinkler system, 
water or gas pipes, only to beams.

	  All equipment, upon completion of an event is 
to be returned to its original position, otherwise the Organiser 
will be charged cost of labour to return equipment.

	  The Organiser will be responsible for 
the repair of any damage to the Pavilion or other property 
and remain liable until repairs have been effected and, if 
appropriate, charges paid.

Substances which, in the opinion of the RAS are of a 
dangerous, explosive or objectionable nature must not be 
brought onto the premises without the formal approval of the 
RAS. Where it is proposed to use toxic materials or fluids, the 
disposal of which requires notification to statutory authorities, 
the RAS must be advised in writing, at least two months prior 
to the start of the event, also the nature of the material or 
fluid and the quantities involved. Not more than one day’s 
supply shall be stored on the stand or within the Pavilion at 
any time: the remainder must be stored in closed containers 
in a location approved by and under the control of the RAS. 
Toxic wastes shall be placed in closed containers, marked 
accordingly and special arrangements shall be made with the 
RAS regarding their disposal.

Dogs are not permitted on the Showgrounds except when an 
integral part of an event or under the control of a Police or 
Security Officer.

	 All electrical power connections to the Pavilions or the 
Society’s electrical power distribution system are to be carried 
out by the RAS’s Electrician. The installation of power and 
lighting on stands, booths or display areas must be carried out 
by the RAS or by a licensed contractor, approved in writing by 
the RAS.

On finalisation of your booth/stand plan please fax a copy to 
the RAS a minimum of 10 working days before your event.

	  Stands constructed within pavilions must either 
be sited clear of electrical switchboxes and fuseboards, or 
must be so constructed that the RAS Electrician is guaranteed 
free access to switchboxes.

	  Each pavilion is individually metered and 
the Organiser will be charged for power based upon 
actual consumption.

	  All caravans and 
other mobile equipment must be registered with Western 
Power and Alinta Gas and a current compliance certificate 
must be displayed.

	  Electricity supply to tents shall be installed by the 
RAS Electrician in accordance with standard practice.

	  All extension cords must be tested and 
tagged by a licensed electrical contractor.
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	  All electrical installations and work 
MUST comply with Australian Standards AS3000, AS3001 
and AS3002.

	  Only the RAS’s Electrician, his staff, 
or his nominated subcontractors are authorised to work on, 
repair or alter any cables, switchboards, lights or electrical 
equipment belonging to the Pavilions.

Outside of normal working hours the RAS will provide a 
Standby Electrician at no charge (only for RAS facility related 
malfunctions). He may be contacted by telephone and the 
number will be provided to you prior to your event.

Should you require an Electrician to be in attendance on the 
Showgrounds outside of normal working hours, a minimum 
3 hour charge will be incurred for this service.

	  Western Power work notices are 
required for all electrical work done in the Showground and 
must be delivered to the RAS’s Electrician by the Electrical 
Contractor concerned. The RAS will forward these forms to 
Western Power.

	  All gas fitting must be carried out by authorised gas 
fitters and gas installations must be the standard of safety of 
“Gas Standards Regulations 1983”.

Only approved methods and materials can be used to 
interconnect gas cylinders and appliances.

	  Industrial mobile space heaters are not to 
be used.

Instructions on the responsibilities and procedures for the 
facilities being used are explained in a separate pamphlet 
supplied with this Manual.

The RAS advises that some sponsors have exclusive year round 
signage in specified positions on the Showgrounds.

Eg. Coca Cola

	  Each stand outside of the Silver Jubilee and 
Robinson Pavilion should be provided with an approved 
fire extinguisher.

	  All stands are to be sited 1.0 metre clear 
(all round) of any fixed fire hydrant or fire hose and clear 
access available.

	  All wall and ceiling linings to 
exhibition stands shall be of fire resistant materials that 
are approved by the Health Department of WA. The use of 
plywood, masonite and polystyrene is not permitted.

	  
Exhibitors are warned not to consider the use of equipment 
such as smoke generators, welding devices, stoves, heaters 
and so on, without prior arrangements with the RAS. The 
smoke detectors installed in the Pavilions are extremely 
sensitive and can be easily activated by such equipment.

It is possible to make special arrangements for demonstrations 
involving such equipment.

	  Specific approval in writing must be 
obtained from the RAS prior to any arrangements being put in 
place in connection with firework displays.

This requirement is in addition to any of the statutory 
requirements in relation to firework displays.

Should the construction of exhibits create a potential smoke 
locked area or create an area not serviceable by the existing 
sprinkler systems, the RAS under advice from the Insurance 
Council of Australia, may require the exhibitor to have the 
smoke detection, sprinkler system, emergency lighting and 
exit lighting systems extended to cover these areas.

Flammable liquids may be used as part of exhibit display 
within certain guidelines. Data sheets are available for 
LPG Gas.

The RAS has established the following guidelines for sample 
servings of food and beverage not purchased from the RAS’s 
catering facility: –

Samples to be given away free of cost to the patron must be:

*	� Items which registered members of the association buy 
wholesale in the normal conduct of business, or

*	� Are produced by equipment used in the normal conduct 
of their business. Portions must be of tasting size only.

*	� Liquid portions should be no larger than 5oz cups for hot 
beverages or 7oz cups for cold beverages.

*	 Samples of food should be no larger than bite size.

Exceptions to the above require written approval from the RAS.

Operation of a forklift within the Showgrounds can only be 
by persons who have completed and passed the necessary 
training to conform with the requirements of the Occupational 
Safety and Health Act. Forklift operators must produce their 
current ticket on demand.

Forklifts cannot be driven or forks placed on Link tiles.
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Monday – Friday: Gate 1	 7.30 am – 9.00 PM
Saturday & Sunday: Gate 1	 8.00 am – 7.00 PM

Should you require an earlier opening or later closing, this can 
be accommodated at a cost.

The Organiser indemnifies the RAS against all losses, claims, 
damages, costs or expenses for which the RAS becomes liable 
in respect of damage or destruction to property or death or 
injury of a natural person however or wherever sustained:

�caused or contributed to by the Organiser’s use or 
occupancy of the Pavilion; 

�resulting from an act or omission of the Organiser; or

�resulting from a notice, claim or demand to pay, do or 
perform any act or thing to be paid, done or performed 
by the Organiser under this Agreement.

Unless the contrary intention appears, in this clause:

	  means a tax levied on a Supply;

	�   means a supply of goods or services to the 
Organiser under this document, including but not limited 
to the Site, Utilities rates and taxes and other goods or 
services the cost of which are payable or partly payable 
by the Organiser under this document.

	�   means the supply of utilities including gas, 
water and electricity and rates and taxes.

	� The Organiser must pay to the RAS the amount of any 
GST the RAS pays or is liable to pay on or in respect of a 
Supply.

	� The Organiser must pay to the RAS the amount of the 
GST that the Organiser is liable to pay at the same time 
and in the same manner as the Organiser is obliged to 
pay for that Supply, including in relation to the Licence 
Fee and Utility, at the time the Organiser is obliged to 
pay those amounts.

	� Where a Supply is not separately supplied only to the 
Organiser, the liability of the Organiser for any amount 
for GST in relation to that Supply will be determined 
by the RAS acting reasonably and amount of the Utilities 
are payable.

	� A written statement given to the Organiser by the 
RAS of the amount of GST for which the RAS has paid 
or is liable to pay on or in respect of a Supply will be 
conclusive as between the Parties (Except in the case of 
an obvious error).

The Showgrounds shall not be used for any illegal or immoral 
purpose and the RAS reserves the right to remove all materials 
which in its opinion may be considered offensive or obscene.

	  The Organiser must accept responsibility for the 
protection of exhibits and for loss or damage caused by fire 
or any other risk.

	

�The Organiser will effect and maintain the following 
insurances: –

	� Public and Product liability insurance to insure the 
interest of the RAS, the Organiser and its contractors 
and sub contractors for an amount of not less than 
$20 million ($20,000,000) with an insurance company 
licenced in Australia and approved by the RAS.

	� Such insurance will include a cross liability clause and be 
endorsed as primary insurance to any insurance arranged 
by the RAS.

	� Insurance in the name of the Organiser insuring liability 
under workers compensation legislation and at Common 
Law for not less than $20 million ($20,000,000) in 
respect to employees, contractors and sub contractors 
and including the interest of the RAS as Principal.

The Organiser must: –

	� 7 days prior to the event produce copies of the policies 
and certificates of currency in the form set out in 
appendix A of this agreement.

	� Not do or direct to do any act or thing or bring or keep 
anything on the land 

 	 Which renders the insurance of the land void or voidable

)	 Which might cause the rate of premium to be increased. 

	  The Organiser must accept 
responsibility for claims under the Worker’s Compensation 
Act or any other Act or Regulations related to their activities 
during the event.

Link tiled floors may only be used for light vehicle displays. 
Forklifts are not permitted on the tiles.

	� The RAS, its employees and agents will not be liable 
for any failure to perform or observe any covenant 
obligation or requirement to be observed or performed 
by the Exhibition Centre due to any reason beyond the 
direct control of the Exhibition Centre;

	� The RAS will not be liable for loss or damage or injury 
to any person or property in or about the Showgrounds, 
however occurring.
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	 The RAS reserves to itself and in its absolute discretion the right:

	� To eject or remove any person (including, but not limited 
to showmen, exhibitors, servants, attendants, agents, 
members of the public, visitors and members) from the 
Showgrounds for any reason whatsoever, without being 
required to give any explanation to or be liable in any 
way for compensation for such person and when such 
person is requested so to leave the person shall forthwith 
leave the Showgrounds;

	� To refuse entry to the Showgrounds to any person 
(including, but not limited to, showmen, exhibitors, 
servants, agents, attendants or members of the public) 
without being required giving any explanation or being 
liable for compensation therefore:

	� To refuse entries from any person who is to any extent 
in debt to the Royal Agricultural Society of Western 
Australia (Inc.).

	 No person on the Showgrounds shall, without the Royal 
Agricultural Society of Western Australia (Inc.) prior 
written permission:

	� Carry out any demonstration or demonstrate thereon 
and without limiting the generality of the foregoing 
carry or wave any banner, placard or other advertisement 
or notice.

	� Hand out or give leaflets, newspapers or other material 
on the Showgrounds.

No person is permitted to live or sleep overnight on the 
Showgrounds except in a caravan or accommodation licensed 
or approved by the RAS and for which permission has been 
granted in writing.

Activities within the Showgrounds are subject to 
the limitations of the Noise Abatement Act and the 
Neighbourhood Annoyance Regulations (1979). It is your 
responsibility to ensure that the Act and Regulations are 
complied with and that any activity which is likely to disturb 
adjacent residential/business areas is approved by Claremont 
Town Council.

The RAS may require an approved independent consultant 
to monitor noise levels throughout an event. This cost will be 
borne by the Organiser.

The RAS has the power to stop (Part V (Show regulations of 
the Royal Agricultural Society Regulation 1942) revised August 
1992) any noise which may be emitted from an event already 
on the Showgrounds which, in the RAS’s opinion, is offensive 
or liable to be in breach of the Noise Abatement Act.

All events extending past 11.00 PM must be approved by 
the RAS.

	  The activities of the Organiser, 
during the preparation, exhibition and dismantling phases, 
must not hinder the routine daily business of the RAS, or of 
other regular users of the Showground. You will be advised 
of any activities in the Showgrounds which could conflict with 
your arrangements.

	  Access to and exit from the Showgrounds are 
controlled through gates which must remain unobstructed at 
all times. Any deviation from the normal access, or change of 
normal opening/closing time may be charged to the Organiser 
and is to be the subject of the written approval of the RAS.

On ground parking is available for visitors inside the 
Showgrounds, with easy access through Gate 5 Graylands 
Road or Gate 8 Ashton Avenue.

Parking areas are not the sole prerogative of any single 
exhibitor or organiser but are held as common parking areas 
unless otherwise nominated by the RAS.

Should the RAS, at its discretion, consider that an event or 
show requires parking attendants to facilitate orderly traffic 
flow and controlled parking – the RAS may supply staff for 
the time required – cost to be borne by the organiser or 
alternatively the organiser may supply suitable staff.

 It is the responsibility of the organiser to identify 
and obtain any permits that may be necessary from State or 
Local Government Departments, Statutory Authorities or any 
relevant body.

Depending on the nature of your event you may require 
permits from any of the following organisations: –

Town of Claremont, Department of Planning and Urban 
Development, Environmental Protection Authority, Health 
Department of WA, WA Water Authority, Western Power, 
Alinta Gas, Liquor Licensing Court, Ministry of Fair Trading.

This list is offered as a guide only and is by no means exclusive.

	  You may be required to apply to 
the Commissioner, Department of Occupational Health, Safety 
& Welfare for exemption, in terms of the Factories and Shops 
Act 1986, over the period of the Exhibition.

	  The RAS requests that it be advised of visits by 
the Governor, Premier, Ministers of the Government or other 
V.I.P’s to your Event.

Any plumbing installations, connections of water supplies 
or drainage requirements are to be carried out by the 
RAS’s plumber. Applications must be submitted to the RAS. 
Quotations will be provided on request.

The Organiser will be provided with appropriate numbers 
prior to the event. Where RAS personnel are called to 
perform emergency work, all associated charges will be the 
responsibility of the Organiser unless the fault is that of RAS.

A direct approach to the owner and written confirmation 
by the owner to the RAS is required before access will be 
permitted to privately owned buildings. The Organiser will be 
responsible for the payment of a License fee and for charges 
for connection and consumption of power and cleaning of the 
building.

Substances which, in the opinion of the RAS, are of a 
dangerous, explosive or objectionable nature must not be 
brought onto the premises without the formal approval of 
the RAS.

The sale, distribution or use of the following is forbidden:

	 Any item which may, by its use or operation cause alarm 
or distress to any person or any animal.

	 Balloons (gas filled) unless the balloon is fitted with a  
non-conductive and rigid rod or straw. (Refer item 3)

	 Bows or Arrows of any description.

	 Cap Guns and Caps for cap guns. Guns which can be 
converted to fire dangerous missiles.

	 Chemical Sprays. Silly String, ‘Stage Door Streamers’ or other 
similar spray projected item, etc.

	 Fireworks including sparklers.

	 Guns

	 Water Pistols or similar equipment.

	 Stickers – whether self adhesive, moistened or of a transfer 
nature. Should stickers or similar be used, removal of such will 
be charged to the organiser.

The RAS reserves the right to refuse or to order the removal 
of any article or articles brought for exhibition which they 
may deem unsuitable or objectionable, without assigning any 
reason for such refusal or order. 

The RAS will not accept any responsibility for the protection 
of exhibits nor for any loss or damage how so ever caused. 
The Organiser must accept responsibility for claims under the 
Workers’ Compensation Act or any other Act or Regulations 
related to their activities during the event.

	  The keys to the pavilions and other buildings within the 
Showgrounds are to be collected from the Commercial Office, 
Ground Floor Administration Building (beside the grandstand) 
between the hours of 8.45 am and 5.00 PM Monday to Friday. 
Keys to be returned to Commercial Office – if after hours 
to key box in door of Asset Services Office (near the Ashton 
Avenue Entrance, Gate No 10).

	 The Organiser shall be responsible for the security of stands, 
your exhibits and goods within and outside the pavilions and 
other buildings.

	  The RAS reserves the right to maintain, at 
the cost of the Organiser, a gate watchman during hours 
approved by the RAS throughout the bump-in, event and 
breakdown periods.

All security personnel supplied by the Organiser must be 
licensed security agents as under the Security Act – a list of 
security companies acceptable to the RAS will be provided 
upon request.

Westrail will stop trains at the Showgrounds Station delivering 
your patrons straight to your doorstep. Organisers of major 
events however are required to include this service as part of 
their media advertising as Westrail will not provide a service 
for events which only attract a few train patrons.

On receipt of your completed booking form (provided it is 
received 20 days before the event) RAS staff will automatically 
advise Westrail of the days and opening time of your event.

Point of sale display and any advertising material – signs, 
posters, banners etc must be of a high standard – damaged, 
illegible, broken or home made signs are not permitted within 
or outside the Showgrounds.

Signs, banners and similar materials may not be nailed, 
stapled, hung or attached to ceilings, wall, windows and other 
services except by permission of the RAS. Damages resulting 
from installation will be charged directly to the Organiser.

Supply and installation of signs can be handled by the RAS at 
a minimal charge to the client.

For more information on signage and banners, please contact 
the RAS.

All inside areas of buildings are recognised as non-smoking 
areas. Please ensure exhibitors and the public adhere to this 
requirement.

This applies at all times to clients, guests, visitors, staff 
and contractors.

EFTPOS, CREDIT CARDS

Please ensure that you allow 10 working days for Telstra to 
connect phone lines for your event.

It is the responsibility of the Organiser to contact Telstra direct, 
however the RAS can assist with a local number for follow up.
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Any matters not covered within this document are resolved at 
the sole discretion of the Royal Agricultural Society of Western 
Australia (Inc.).

All temporary structures will be inspected.

Tents/marquees must fully comply with the guidelines for 
marquees prepared by the Department of Health.

Tents/marquees must be weatherproof.

Where footings are used, they must be solid hardwood or 
solid masonry blocks.

Temporary structures must be secured to the ground and 
not be reliant upon their loaded weight for stability unless 
approved in writing by the RAS.

Structures must have the structural components bolted or 
locked in place, slip joints are not acceptable.

Pegs must be capped.

Please consult with the Asset Services Co-ordinator for the 
location of underground services before installing such pegs 
and pickets.

Failure to do so will result in recovery of costs for damages.

All electrical fittings and leads must be compliant with all 
relevant regulations.

Water ballast can only be used in appropriate containers.

The use of double adaptors is not permitted. Only power 
boards with safety switches are permitted.

Joints wrapped in insulation tape are not acceptable.

Electrical leads must be tagged as current.
